Wednesday:


How often does one forget the example they are (supposed to be) portraying in everyday life?
James 1:23-24 Because if anyone merely listens to the message without obeying it, he is like a man who looks in a mirror at his own face, 24. for he looks and then goes off and at once forgets how he looked. (Williams New Testament)

 

Thursday:


No matter how fast or slow you are going, there will always be a bit of a bump, when crossing a speed bump.
