Psalm 34:8 O taste and see that the LORD is good: blessed is the man that trusteth in him. (KJV)

Thayer’s definition for ‘taste’:

to taste

a) that is perceive the flavor of, partake of, enjoy

b) to feel, to experience

Psalm 119:103 How sweet are thy words unto my taste! yea, sweeter than honey to my mouth! (KJV)

Song of Solomon 2:3 As the apple tree among the trees of the wood, so is my beloved among the sons. I sat down under his shadow with great delight, and his fruit was sweet to my taste. (KJV)

Proverbs 16:24 Pleasant words are as an honeycomb, sweet to the soul, and health to the bones. (KJV)

Proverbs 30:5 Every word of God is pure: he is a shield unto them that put their trust in him. (KJV)
